TNT ULTRA considers several 
key variables as it models 
nitrogen release including; 
application timing, 
climate, product selection, 
nitrogen composition 
and application rate.

To download the TNT, go to andersonsturf.com 
and locate the TNT logo on the homepage
and follow the prompts.

TNT works directly with Microsoft Excel 

versions 97 or later. 

TNT utilizes program scripts called “macros.” 

These macros automate functions in the 

TNT program and are critical to the tool’s 

functionality. There are three levels of security 

that your computer may be set to – High, Medium or Low. If your version of Excel is set to 

“High” the TNT will not function properly. It is a simple task to change your settings to 

medium security. To better understand macros see the “Operating Systems and Macro 

Security” section found at the end of this workbook.

WHERE CAN I 
FIND        ULTRA?

The first thing you may see upon opening the TNT, is 

this dialogue box warning you of the macros. Simply 

select “enable macros.”

If using Excel 2007/Vista select “options” next to the 

security message, and then select “enable the content”

       ULTRA FEATURES 
AND SETTINGS

The top of the TNT screen is 

called the “Dashboard.” The 

dashboard is fixed in position 

at the top of the screen and 

does not move if you scroll 

down the page. There are 

seven program features 

located in the dashboard.

Below the dashboard are 52 

application windows, the 

numeric data from the 

graph, the nitrogen carryover 

function, annual bags and 

case cost for the full season, 

and user comments.  
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Greens/Fairways Menu – Select greens or 

fairways as appropriate. This selection 

will determine your product assortment.

Target N per Week – This feature 

allows you to set a visual reference 

point for desired N per week on the 

graph to assist you as you program. 

Choose the appropriate setting 

from the drop down menu.

Weather Region Map – Click 

on map to view a larger 

image. Determine the 

map region that best fits 

your location.

Nitrogen Graph – A graphic representation of the 

nitrogen release of the actual program. The lime green 

line represents N release. The dark green vertical bars 

simulate plant response.

Seasonal Nutrients Delivered – 

Shows the cumulative total of each 

nutrient for the season.
Turf Acres – Enter your 

acreage by typing in the 

number. Hit “Enter” 

when complete.
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Map Region – Enter your 

weather region on this drop 

down menu.

User Comments Annual Bags – Total bags 

required for the annual program.

Nitrogen Carryover – This feature allows any 

unreleased nitrogen at the end of the growing 

season to be accounted for at the beginning 

of the next growing season. Click the “How 

do I use the carryover feature” for simple 

instructions on how to use this feature.

Product Description – This feature will provide additional 

product details. Fill in the product cost and the program will 

calculate cost per application and total annual cost.

Application Windows – There 

are 52 weekly application 

windows that allow program-

ming of products and rates.  

Once a selection is made the 

program will also provide data 

on the amount of nutrients 

applied, # of bags required 

and cost of the application.

Nitrogen Release per 

week – This table 

provides actual N 

release per week data.









Spreader Settings
TNT allows flexibility in programming 

product rates. To accommodate this we 

included spreader setting rates for each 

product ranging from 1.5 to 6.4 lbs of 

product per M.

Carryover Feature For Nitrogen

The Carryover feature allows you to plug in excess nitrogen that comes from 
the previous season’s TNT program. Just follow these steps.

1. Collect the carry-over N  

 amount from the TNT  

 from the previous season  

 NOTE: this value is at 

 the bottom-right of your  

 TNT from last season. 

4. You should now see a modest amount of  

    nitrogen release showing on the TNT graph.

2. In the carryover  

 section of the current  

 season’s TNT select  

 the last product used.

3. Now enter the carryover  

 N amount from the  

 previous seasons  

 carryover cell as shown  

 in step #1.

1. Select “Greens” From the Turf Menu

2. Select 0.10 lb Target N per Week

3. Type “3” in the turf acres box

4. Select weather map region 5
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5. Plug in the following rates:
 (Granular entries first – brown circles)

 - March 19 / 18-9-18 @ 4.0 lbs.

 - April 16 / 18-9-18 @ 2.0 lbs.

 - May 7 / 0-0-12 @ 2.0 lbs.

 - May 28 / 13-0-26 @ 3.0 lbs.

 - June 25 / 13-0-26 @2.0 lbs.

 - July 30 / 13-0-26 @ 2.0 lbs.

 - Sept. 3 / 18-9-18 @ 2.0 lbs. 

 - Sept. 24 / 17-0-17 @ 2.0 lbs.

 - May 21, June 4, June 18, July 2, July 16,  

  July 30, August 13, August 27/
